SLOW FOOD LONGEST LUNCH.
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AIM:

1. Promote good food as a positive experience for all sectors of the community.

2. Promote diversity of food for the community

3. Promote traceability and local food producers as much as possible

4. Appeal to all sectors of the community and promote importance of families eating together

5. Provide local businesses with a positive event to promote themselves and their food

6. Involve as many local producers, companies, authorities and sectors in the event to increase consumers understanding of quality and responsibility towards food

7. Provide a relaxed casual experience for the community to enjoy and interact with each other and see food as a positive social experience

8. Provide an opportunity for local authorities and organisations to get their food messages across to a broader base.

9. Provide an opportunity for related events to be promoted around the theme of food and the longest lunch. EG. Food film festival, relationship between food and wine, Food book festival, food art festival etc

10. Promote eating as a civilising event

METHOD:

1. Close Walton Street for a day over a weekend 

2. Provide a continuous table down Walton St. with chairs for people to eat at

3. Local cafes, restaurants, bars and other local businesses to promote and provide food that people can buy to try a variety of foods to enjoy with family, friends and others.

4. Provide local producers with opportunities to promote and sell their products 

5. Encourage local restaurants etc to ‘team’ up with local producers in the food they offer

6. Provide food and wine matching opportunities for people to experience
